In 1971, the Rochester Chapter acquired
the 1909 Erie Railroad Industry, New York
railroad station. Restored to its 1920’s
glory, the depot is the cornerstone of the
Chapter’s Rochester & Genesee Valley
Railroad Museum.

The Museum owns over fifty pieces of
railroad rolling stock including seven
serviceable diesel engines and two steam
locomotives, owns a large collection of
operational historical construction
equipment, and owns and operates its own
two mile railroad that connects the R&GV
Railroad Museum to its partner museum,
the New York Museum of Transportation.

Chapter activities, however, extend
beyond the museum and include the
Chapter’s library & archive, publications
committee, trips committee, community
outreach including Operation Lifesaver,
and much more. There is something for
any interest!
